discovered lysine and discovered first amino acids with two amino groups; first to employ
alternating current electrolysis in organic synthesis; showed through model studies that proteins are
the ultimate chemical source of excreted urea; invented the Drechsel gas wash bottle; studied

chemistry of cyanamide, platinum bases, and glycophosphoric acids.

FOOTNOTE: After obtaining his PhD under Kolbe, Drechsel worked in industry for several years
before joinind Ludwid's Physiological Institute in 1872. Drechsel's research from that point related
to chemical problems of a physiological nature.
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
